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Congenital osteochondromas can be severe and deprive the hand of much of its 

function and capabilities. This is a unique case report of a severe functional deficit in a forty-six year old female who sought help but was denied surgery repeatedly.  Three operative procedures were used 1.) to restore wrist position and alignment, 2.) to build an adequate thumb and 3.) to essentially pollicize the displaced thumb.  Surgical techniques for the maintenance of vascular and nerve function will be discussed.
