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In keeping with the New England Hand Society philosophy of presenting new ideas or concepts with theoretical significance, we would like to present “principles of treating pantrapezium degenerative arthritis”.  This condition is often treated with a fusion of the scaphoid-trapezium-trapezoid joint, followed by hemiresection of the trapezium and a tendon arthroplasty of the CMC joint.  


We would like to propose a standard CMC tendon arthroplasty with trapezium carpectomy and a hemicarpectomy of the trapezoid as the primary treatment of choice.  This has significantly less morbidity than a limited wrist arthrodesis followed by a second procedure for tendon arthroplasty.


We will present the cases we have done and evidence to support the theory that the proximal trapezoid may be resected without concern for collapse or long-term problems.
