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Dupuytren’s diease in children has been rarely reported. It is much more common in adults and there have been some cases reported in teenagers. Just a very few cases of histologically proven pediatric  Dupuytren’s disease have been reported in the literature.   A 6 year old boy presented in 2008 with a history of a left hand nodule that he presented since birth, but that became painful in the last 3 months. He reported pain upon griping objects and this raised concern on his pediatrician and mother.  The nodule resembled Dupuytren’s disease of the adult and was situated in the palmar aspect of the ring finger. Incidentally, the grandmother of the child brought him  to the clinic and she presented a very similar lesion on her hand as well, this lesion appeared  just a few years ago on her.  Excision of the lesion  was performed, it  involved the palmar fascia  and also presented what appear to be a central chord extending towards the proximal phalanx. This was excised and pathology confirmed Dupuytren’s disease.  The patient did well post operatively, will require a long term follow up. A review of the literature of pediatric and congenital Dupuytren’s disease is presented. 
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
